THE SPEECH OF PRESIDENT MOISIU AT THE INAUGURATION CEREMONY
OF YAD VASHEM MUSEUM
Jerusalem, March 16, 2005

Distinguished Mr. President,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

When the world lived through the Shoah, one of the darkest acts engraved on the
historic memory of civilization, | was at the age of a pupil. As citizen of an
occupied, impoverished and freedom thirsty country, | was fortunate to witness
some of the most humane, civil and noble acts of my people: resisting to the
occupation, the Albanians sheltered and shared the war’s grieving days with
thousands of Jews, a part of whom chose Albania to live. Albania was the only
European country where at the end of Second World War counted inside its
border more Jews than it had at the beginning of the war. We are grateful to our
parents, who even though at war themselves and suffering great deprivations,
did not accept pacts and compensations at the disadvantage of the life of Jews.

A long time has passed from that dark period of the history of Jewish nation and
of Europe. At least two generations have been born and we are living now at the
new century of computing and globalization. The calendared progress of time
does not allow us to forget what happened, we should meditate and reflect on it;
we should honor the innocent millions and educate as best as possible the
younger generations in order that the bitter past will never be repeated. Yad
Vashem is an open door that invites us to remember with respect and to reflect. It
is a vivid symbol of the sacrifice that inspires us to take upon ourselves more
responsibility towards our children and the generations that will come later,
towards the future of the humanity in peace and progress for all.

Ladies and Gentlemen,

It is sad that the horrors of Second World War were not enough to prevent the
repetition of genocide in different countries and regions of the world, such as in
Cambodia and Rwanda. | come from a region at the heart of Europe where
Bosnia and Kosova became the victims of the turn of the ethnic hatred and
cleansing. Today, peace and security in the world are faced with a new global
threat: the international terrorism. The above mentioned facts should make us
more vigilant and more determined in our efforts and fight against the evil. Our
view is that alongside the need for development, progress and strengthening of
the democracy, our inevitable challenge will be the capability to coexist with one
another, to build a world in peace. | am convinced that Yad Vashem with its
extraordinary testimonies helps us to deeper realize and better face this



challenge. In this context, Albania rejoices about the encouraging and necessary
steps taken lately towards the peaceful solution of the crisis in the Middle East.
